The Maintenance Engineer, under
the supervision of the Maintenance Manager, will be responsible for the maintenance, operation, and construction of
hatchery facilities and equipment. The Maintenance Engineer is expected to apply their technical expertise to fish
culture related hatchery challenges. Accordingly, this person must be a team player and have good problem-
solving and organizational skills. To be successful, the maintenance engineer must be interested in learning about
hatchery operations and be innovative, creative, and attentive to detail. Flexibility and adaptability are also
important characteristics of this position.

The demands of this position are many and varied. Formal training, post-secondary education, and/or experience
in certain skill areas is desirable. Prior experience or the ability to become familiar with the following skills will
be used to evaluate the applicant’s suitability for this position:
